PREPARE FIXTURE

If there is an existing fixture remove it.
Expose the supply wires from the Junction
Box. Secure the Back Plate to the Junction

Box with the supplied Mounting Screws.
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Socket

CONNECT THE WIRES

Pull the supply wires through the center hole in the
Back Plate. Connect the black supply wire to the
black fixture wire. Secure with the supplied wire
nuts. Connect the white supply wires to the fixture
wire. Secure with the supplied wire nuts. Either
wrap the outlet box grounding (green) wire around
the green hexagonal screw provided on the
mounting plate or connect it to the supply ground
wire provided with the fixture. Secure all wires with

U.L Certified electrical tape (not supplied).

MOUNT THE CANOPY

Position the Fixture Plate with Socket over the Back
Plate allowing the two holes on the top and bottom
of the plates to align. Secure with the supplied
Screws.

Insert the 1 x 60W E-26 Bulb into the socket.

Do not exceed the wattage stated on the warning label.

SECURE THE GLASS SHADE

Fit the Glass Shade over the socket. Secure
by screwing into the threaded metal portion

of the socket.
